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Marcel-Paul Schützenberger (1920-1996) is the founder of theoretical
computer science in France.

Member of the Académie des Sciences, he had an international influence
in mathematics and computer science.

Several members of the Gaspard-Monge computer science research
laboratory are former students, disciples and part of his international
offspring. He still continues to influence, directly or indirectly,
current research.

Jean Berstel, Alain Lascoux and Dominique Perrin have undertaken,
helped by Schützenberger's former students, the edition of his complete
works, in the form of thirteen volumes of around 250 pages each.
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
